Â Environmental Assessment Area (Area 
under conflict) has 145,146 
hectares.Only 66% is merchantable. 
Thatõs 95,320 hectares and Capshaw is 
licensed 86% of the EAA ð124,825 ha 

Â Of Capshawõslandbasemost of the 
wood is accessableexcept for wood in 
steep slopes,ageof stand, lack of roads 
system (wood moved by rivers in the 
past)

Â AAC is 80,000 m3(per year)

Â 1 m3of timber is worth $60.00/m3

delivered or $4,800,000/year.

Â If they were forced to purchase off-
shore timber, they would be required to 
pay an additional $10.00/m3or $800,000 
above their normal costs every year.
